June Block of the Month
Moenlight Quilters of Sonoma County

Sail Boat block — 10 % unfinished Due: June 3, 2009

Hurrah for the red, white and blue — let’s go sailing this summer.

A — sky type of fabric, or light to medium blue
Cut four 3" squares
Cut three 3 34" squares

B — Sails — white
Cut two 3 ¥%” squares ’

C — Boat — use red (prints, tone on tone, etc.)
Cut two 3” squares
Cut one 3 %" square

D — Water — Medium to dark blue
Cut a strip 3” by 10 4"

1. Draw a diagonal line on the wrong side of the two white 3 34" squares. Lay the
squares on two of the sky 3 %” squares, right sides together. Sew a scant " seam
on each side of the diagonal line. Cut apart on the penciled line and press open.
Likewise, do the same for the remaining sky square, laying it on the boat square of
3 %7, Press the resulting triangles open and trim to 3” squares

2. Join the squares as shown for row 1, then row 2, row 3. Sew the rows together,
adding the “water’ strip to complete the block.
